The theme of the 2008 Diocese of Burlingtoaut retreatoree is “The Trail to Sainthood” insgi
by the life of Francis Joseph (Frank) Parater. tearaay be the first Eagle Scout to achieve sagitho
He was born on October 10, 1897 in Richmond, Viegirle was baptized at St. Patrick’s Church on
Church Hill in Richmond. He attended Xaverian BethSchool and Benedictine High School. Frank
was an active Boy Scout. Although Frank was smadtature, at age 15 he achieved the rank of Eagle
Scout. He even served as a camp director duringuimmer months. Local newspapers noted his
achievements saying Frank possessed natural talghtthe gift of mind and heatrt.

In 1917, Frank entered the Belmont Semi@uifege in North Carolina. His goal was, “to strive
every possible means to become a pure and woribgthrHe wrote his own “Rule of Life” which
included attending daily mass, reciting the Rosangl weekly confession. He truly believed that “the
Sacred Heart never fails those who love him”. 169,%rank was sent to the North American College in
Rome to study. Frank had many friends and a gesatesof humor.

In 1919, Frank wrote the “Act of Oblationtte Sacred Heart”. It was not to be opened uigil h
death. In January of 1920, Frank came down witbhmiaic fever and died. The “Act of Oblation”
touched the hearts of all who read it. Bishop Rilisseamed the summer camp in Caroline County
Virginia after Frank. After learning about Frankisroic virtues and dedication, Bishop O’Connelld®g
the initial steps towards canonization in May 0020

Frank Parater is the first boy scout inBloy Scouts of Americ#éo be proclaimed a “Servant of God”
and to be looked apon as a candidate for sainthood.

It is through the heart of Frank Paratet tha Diocese of Burlington unites activities degig to
acquaint scouts with their rich heritage as Claistiand scouts. The emphasis will be based ornadd t
scouting skills combined with the road to sainthdhustrating the 12 points of the scout law.
